	*I.  The pedagogy paper is anchored in knowledgeable references to and reflections on theories, trends, and professional literature. (Defends the philosophical isms and theory they support; refers to authors and their viewpoints from scholarly readings, especially those from Piedmont coursework; defends proposals for classroom or school change with references to scholarly readings and appropriate research; use of concepts, theories, and practices acknowledges their sources, so she/he does not appear to be taking credit for their origin or development; on key issues, presenter refers to competing ideas so the discourse on that issue is evident.)
	
	

	II.  Exhibition shows integration of facts and concepts of the content area within the major paradigms of candidates’ area of certification. (Illustrates content knowledge in at least three different areas of the content field of certification; uses content terminology accurately and appropriately; demonstrates awareness of major paradigms in content field; shows integration of facts and concepts of the content area within the major paradigms; conveys in-depth understanding of content area)  
	
	

	III. Exhibition shows awareness of modes of inquiry for the content field.  (Pedagogy paper clearly illustrates awareness of content field modes of inquiry; Exhibition clearly illustrates awareness of content field modes of inquiry; Clearly illustrates how the chosen content field differs from other content fields.
	
	

	IV.  Shows scholarly knowledge of the subject matter by exploring ongoing discourse for the content field.  (Refers to authors, research, and viewpoints from scholarly reading related to the content field; Provides rationales for incorporation of different trends and issues in the content field.)
	
	

	V.  Shows scholarly knowledge of the research process by critically assessing research reports relevant to instruction including in the field of certification. (Refers to scholarly research relevant to instruction from within the content field; Uses research to support assertions presented in the exhibition; Uses research terms and concepts appropriately and accurately; Cites research relevant to the topics dealt with in the capstone, including the candidate’s subject area(s); Sees the possibilities for research (systematic inquiry) in problematic situations; Assessments of research cited balance critical evaluations with appreciation for what the research contributes to the issues being studied.)
	
	

	*VI.  The pedagogy paper is constructed so that the elements form a coherent whole, anchored with specific references to philosophies, theories, and concepts.  Much more than a set of “I believe…” or “I think…” statements; manifests reflections in depth; presents a central theme (or themes that work together) with specific connections; provides rationale for theme; provides persuasive argument, gives evidence to support ideas, transition; references to theories, authors, sources, etc., manifests the presenter’s thoughtful consideration & selection; Use of theories, authors, sources, etc., conveys why those are preferred over competing theories, authors, sources, etc.; provides concrete illustrations that support the isms that undergird their pedagogy; logical flow of ideas.)
	
	

	*VII.  The pedagogy paper provides rationale for use of chosen methods.  (Provides elf-evaluation of (content-specific) teaching strategies implemented; Critiques own previous or common practices that are viewed as worthy and unworthy through the lenses of experience and/or research; Defends proposals for classroom or school change with references to scholarly readings; Clearly outlines current trends in the content area and how they influence the current practices of the candidate; provides evidence of students’ work to support points being made.)
	
	

	VIII.  Exhibition demonstrates the pedagogical possibilities inherent in the academic discipline in the field of certification. (Provides evidence of knowledge of best practices in teaching within the content area; provides concrete examples of how those best practices are used in the classroom; provides examples of tested methods you endorse; provides rationale for use of chose methods; presents purposeful and appropriate implementation of ideas into practices; shows clear evidence of understanding of the real world connections to concepts in the content area; clearly shows how to implement the content; provides evidence of appropriate methods for teaching the content; provided evidence of ability to build a student’s understanding of consecutive topics.)
	
	

	IX.  Exhibition shows how to infuse the content standards into the teaching of the relevant content field.  (Provides concrete illustrations of how to teach the content to meet standards; clearly delineates areas within the content area where students are likely to need teacher assistance in comprehending concepts; illustrates how to teach the content to diverse students.)
	
	

	X.  Exhibition includes learning from candidate’s own action research and implications for practice.  (Provides examples of presenter’s own research; own research uses appropriate research design, is carefully implemented, treats the resulting data appropriately, and interprets the results with appropriate caution; aware of other research needs in his/her subject field, school or district)
	
	

	XI.  Theme of exhibition conveys in-depth understanding of an important aspect of teaching.  (Choice of theme shows understanding of what is significant in teaching; In-depth treatment of theme(s) conveys insight of practice and scholarship)
	
	

	XII.  Exhibition effectively utilizes communication modes and materials. (Exhibits correct use of grammar in oral and written communications; professional presence and delivery:  voice, fluency, eye-contact, movement, posture, gestures, professional dress contribute to the presentation; Visuals organized, easy to interpret, effective, do not detract from presentation; within time limit; Candidates; research report(s) provided as supplementary documentation manifest scholarly organization and error-free composition.)
